Summary

The basic reasons for the Roman military triumphs must be based
on elements of an unaltered moral background. As such elements may be
taken the prompt acceptance of the military camp fatigues, the obvious
indifference to keeping up appearances in society, the military self-dedica-
tion, through which every personal ambition is naturaly crushed, or the
dramatic calm and stoic acceptance of a human destiny, which may appear
favourable for a nation, but destructive for the individual.
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
