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SUMMARY
Minos Kokolakis, «Factors governing tragic pity».

With reference chiefly to modern bibliography on Aristotle’s
Poetics the author reexamines the evidence bearing on the catharsis
clause in the definition of tragedy. As to the question of where the pro-
cess of arousing and alleviating the tragic emotions is to be sought,
he attempts to underline the inadequacy and contradictions in the
structural interpretation of the catharsis term (e.g. by Otte, Else a.o.).
At the same time, however, he produces stylistic features of an Aristo-
telian treatment of the term away from the traditional uses in ancient
medicine and religious purifications. He, furthermore, argues for a
literary antecedent to Aristotle’s view of «pleasure through pity» by
recording a wealth of poetic instances from Homer through the trage-
dians in which tears and lamentations are termed desirable and plea-
surable antidotes to relieve distress.
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
